CRITERIA FOR SATELLITE DISH INSTALLATION

As of September, 2006

1. Prior to the installation of any satellite dish, individual unit owners must request permission from the Council in writing*, and receive such permission in writing, which will state the conditions of permission.  The owner will be required to sign an indemnity agreement indicating the responsibility and restrictions placed on the installation of the satellite dish.
2. The maximum size of satellite that may be installed is 24 inches in diameter.

3. The satellite dish must not be placed on the roof or the chimney of the unit; it must not be attached to the siding of the building or installed in such a way to obstruct the view of any neighbouring unit. Satellite attachments are restricted to the side or back of a strata lot. Under no circumstances will the Strata Corporation consent to an attachment being affixed to the front (facing the street) of a strata lot. The dish must be installed in a professional manner, by a professional installer. (i.e.) Bell ExpressVu or Starchoice.

4. All cost to purchase, install, insure and maintain the dish is the responsibility of the unit owner.

5. All costs to repair any damage which may be done to the building during the course of installation or as a result of installation will be billed to the unit owner.

6. If the dish must be removed in order to carry out building maintenance on the exterior of the unit, it is the responsibility of the unit owner to pay for any costs involved.

7. Should an owner sell their unit and the purchaser not want the dish on the unit, it is the responsibility of the owner to remove the dish and restore the building to its condition prior to the installation of the dish.
